Gradually they started to take care of themselves and to learn their basic education through continuous training and

therapies given to them. At this juncture, the Global Special School admitted them in the Government Middle school for

giving inclusive education towards improving their social integration skills along with academic education with special

attention. After completing their middle school level, they were admitted into Government Higher secondary school and

given special care and attention to prepare them to appear 10th and 12th examinations which are public examinations and

also it is a gateway to enter them into higher studies. The dedicated staff team of Global Special School wholeheartedly

encouraged them and gave additional coaching in the evening hours for performing well while attending these

examinations and succeeded in it. At present Mr. Vetteriselvan is pursuing a bachelor degree in Economics at

Kolanjiyapper College of Arts and Science, Viruthachalam and the other one Mr. Arun studying Diploma in Electronic

Engineering in Aries Polytechnic College, Vadalur. Now the families have a new hope when their children enter into a

higher education and strongly believe that their situations will be changed soon. Despite this journey not at all completed,

Global Special School feels pride in the achievements of its students and the staff team.
